We train volunteers to monitor lakes and
ponds for invasive species. VIP trainings cover tactics to survey healthy native plant
populations, and to reduce the threat for invasive plant species introductions. VIPA
trainings cover the various monitoring methods to detect and identify invasive animal

species.
